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As part of the ‘Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav’, the Government Sanskrit College in 

Thiruvananthapuram has established a remarkable ‘Freedom Wall’, which was 

officially recognized as the largest of its kind, by the India Book of Records for the year 

2022-23. This distinctive initiative, collaboratively organized by the Directorate of 

Collegiate Education and the State National Service Scheme (NSS), serves to honour 

India's independence while celebrating its diverse cultural heritage.  

 

A budget of ₹5,20,000 was allocated to realize this artistic endeavour. The 

Freedom Wall showcases artworks that illustrate significant events from India's struggle 

for freedom and highlight aspects of local culture. A total of 64 government colleges 

across Kerala took part in this initiative, converting prominent walls at their entrances 

or other notable sites into displays of historical significance. In the initial phase, a 

specialized team from the State NSS office evaluated and identified appropriate 

locations, subsequently submitting their findings to the Directorate of Collegiate 

Education. The Government Sanskrit College in Thiruvananthapuram boasts the largest 

‘Freedom Wall’ in India, covering an impressive area of 20,000 square feet, and holds 

the distinction of being the largest mural installation for ‘Amrit Mahotsavam’ in the 

country. This accomplishment was achieved through the joint efforts of NSS volunteers, 

the NSS technical team, RLV College Thripunithara, the Sanskrit College Union, as 

well as students, faculty, and administrative staff.  

 

The project was inaugurated by the Honourable Minister of Higher Education, 

Dr. R. Bindu, alongside the Director of College Education, Smt.
